Writing an Evaluation
Ask yourself 2 main questions:

· Are the results good enough?

Do the results give you a clear indication of a pattern or a trend? (You will have needed to look at this when writing a conclusion). If they do then you can say that your results are good enough.

There may be one or more result that does not fit the pattern of the others. These are known as anomalous results (or anomalies). You should state which results you think are anomalous. Drawing a circle around the point on the graph is one way, but explaining why they are anomalous is better.

Did you take enough results or is there a need to get some more to make the conclusion even more obvious (more reliable)?

· Is the method good enough?

The answer to this question really relates to whether the experiment is a good one or not. Was it a ‘fair test’ for example, or were there other things that affected the results? Was the apparatus that you used good enough or do you need to use something that gives you a better (more precise) measurement?
