	Halogens…

· their properties (colour, boiling point, physical state at room temperature).

· The reaction of chlorine with sodium and iron.

· Uses of:

· chlorine (water purification and bleaching)

· iodine (as an antiseptic).



	4th-9th November
	Rates of reaction

· How the rate changes when:-

· the temperature is increased

· the concentration of reactant is increased

· the surface area of a solid reactant is increased

· a catalyst is used.

· Details of experimental methods that are used to measure reaction rates

· How graphs are used to show information about rates of reaction (see below).



	10th-14th November
	Collision theory

· the rate of a reaction being increased by:-

· increased frequency of the collisions (more collisions more often)

· greater energy of the collisions.
· how the rates of enzyme catalysed reactions vary with temperature and pH.

	· remember the formulae of elements and simple compounds in the module

· represent chemical reactions by word equations;

· write simple balanced equations and use the state symbols (s), (l), (g) and (aq).
